How do I get there?

Lesson prices are as follows: 

 

Beginner Lesson- £50 

Novice Lesson- £55 (incl. Median) 

Intermediate Lesson- £55 

 

You can bulk buy lesson in blocks of 10 which is cheaper:  

 

Beginner Block- £450 

Novice Block- £500 (incl. Median) 

Intermediate Block- £500 

 

You can claim £50 back as a beginner and £75 as a novice from the club when you buy your first

What level should I play at? 

We have lessons for all levels of ability! You play at the level you are most comfortable and that 

you will be safe in. 

 

Beginner: 

These lessons are for your first year in polo. It doesn't matter if you have never ridden a horse or 

if you've been riding your whole life. 

 

Median: 

This is for those who are in their second year of polo but maybe didn't attend many lessons or 

tournaments so not completely confident to move up into Novice straight away. 

 

Novice: 

This level is for those that have been playing for 1+ years. Sometimes these lesson will be split 

into slower Novice and faster Novice. Since the Novice category has such a wide range of 

abilities, it may benefit some players to play with those that play at a similar pace.  

When tournaments are approaching, we may also have more specific division lessons e.g Upper 

Novice or N3, so that teams can practice with the correct ability. 

 

Intermediate: 

These lessons are for those with much more experience in polo and are ready to play at this 

higher level with a much faster pace.  

As a guide, a handicap of -1 would be sufficient to play at this level in SUPA tournaments. These 

lessons will only happen occasionally as there are not many members who are at this level yet. If 

you want an Inters lesson to be organised please message me and I will see what I can sort out.
